Oxford Public School, Pragati Path, Ranchi successfully marks the beginning of the 3rd edition of the
OPS-MUN Conference 2025 with the thought-provoking theme "Healing the Middle East- Addressing The
Israel - Palestine Conflict & Ensuring Humanitarian Relief " The conference brought together over 62
students delegates from five leading schools of Ranchi to simulate a United Nations session, where they
deliberated on one of the most complex geopolitical issues of our time: achieving sustainable peace and
stability in the Middle East.

Model United Nations (MUN) is an academic simulation that educates participants about diplomacy,
international relations, and the workings of the UN. The primary aim of the OPS-MUN was to foster a sense
of global citizenship among students, encourage critical thinking, and build communication, negotiation, and
leadership skills through role-play of international diplomacy.

The day commenced with the lighting of the ceremonial lamp by the dignitaries, followed by a soul stirring
welcome song and a mesmerizing dance performance portraying the diverse culture of Jharkhand by the
students of Oxford Public School, setting the tone for a reflective and engaging session.

Esteemed Guests and Keynote Address
Dr. Rajan Sudesh Ratna, Deputy Head, United Nations Economic and Social Commission for Asia and The
Pacific (UNESCAP) was the Chief Guest for the occasion.

Dr. Rajan Sudesh Ratna has worked as an economic affairs officer in South and South-West office of UN
ESCAP, New Delhi since August 2018. He worked in Trade, Investment and Innoation Division of UN
ESCAP, Bangkok from July 2012 to August 2018. He has been working in the areas of Research, Policy
Advisory and Capacity Building on Economic, Environment and Social Pillars of sustainable development
goals. He has also been providing technical Assistance to ESCAP Members in formulating Development-
orinted Trade and Investment Policies and how to successfully negotatiate trade and investment agreements.

In his compelling keynote address, Dr Sudesh Ratna, who has deep diplomatic experience in the Middle
East, emphasised the importance of diplomatic engagement, cultural understanding, and regional
cooperation to foster peace in the region. He outlined the historical roots of conflicts in the Middle East and
highlighted the external and internal factors that have contributed to prolonged instability.Mr Sudesh Ratna
also encouraged students to adopt a mindset of tolerance and dialogue, reminding them that healing starts
with empathy and informed understanding. He commended Oxford Public School for enabling such
meaningful discussions, stating that empowering students with geopolitical knowledge prepares them for
roles as future peacebuilders and global citizens.

Academic Director’s Address

Dr. Simi Mehta, Academic Director of Oxford Public School, delivered an insightful and motivating speech
that resonated deeply with the audience. She urged the students to be active agents of peace in a world
increasingly torn by polarization and misunderstanding. Dr. Mehta highlighted how conferences like MUN
