Oxford Public School Hosts 3rd OPS-MUN Conference 2025: **"Healing the Middle
East - Addressing the Israel-Palestine Conflict & Ensuring Humanitarian Relief

Oxford Public School, Pragati Path, Ranchi, proudly hosted the third edition of the OPS-MUN Conference
on 25th and 26th July 2025, with the compelling theme “Healing the Middle East — Addressing the
Israel-Palestine Conflict & Ensuring Humanitarian Relief.” This transformative event welcomed over 62
student delegates from five leading Ranchi schools—Oxford Public School, Sarala Birla Public School,
DAYV Kapildev Public School, DAV Public School (Bariatu), and Delhi Public School-to step into the shoes
of global diplomats and debate one of the most pressing geopolitical challenges of our era.
